The card system



Three different cards

Red cards: behavior in the classroom

Orange cards:  missing school stationery, 

homework and unpunctuality

Green cards: particularly positive behaviour or 

clear personal progress



Why do we work with this system?

1. We want to create a focused and respectful learning environment where every student can learn 

successfully.

2. If everyone works together in a focused manner, teachers can devote more time to 

supporting the individual learning.

3.   Better concentration leads to better learning progress and better school results.

4. Parental involvement: Parents have the right to be informed on a regular basis because:

• they play an important role in supporting their child's academic development.

• they must be informed about factors that influence their child's academic success.

• school and parents must work together to strengthen positive behaviour and a conducive learning 

environment.



Red Card

Reminder / Warning / Card:

Annoying behavior is always reminded and warned first 

before a red card is issued.

WhatsApp message:

The parents receive a WhatsApp message for all red 

cards.The parents discuss the misconduct with their 

child please.

Disciplinary meeting

After receiving 5 red cards during a school term, 

parents will be invited to a disciplinary meeting at the 

school.



Orange Card

No reminder / no warning

Orange cards are given out directly for the following:

• Missing stationery at school

• Homework not done

• Unpunctuality

WhatsApp message:

Parents will receive a WhatsApp message for all orange 

cards. The parents help to overcome the challenges.

Disciplinary meeting

After receiving 5 orange cards during a school term, 

parents will be invited to a disciplinary meeting at the 

school.



Green Card

Positive reinforcement / praise

Green cards are awarded for particularly positive 

behavior or clear personal progress; they create a 

deliberate balance to the orange and red cards

WhatsApp message:

For each green card, parents receive a short WhatsApp 

message. Please confirm to your child that you have 

received this positive feedback.

5 green cards

Students who receive five green cards during a school 

term will be mentioned/celebrated in the Monday 

Assembly.
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
